	5-7
	Texts that receive a score in this range will have an argument that includes devices such as "hypothetical-real" and "concession," but the ideas will not be clearly linked.  Citation (fake citation) will be included where appropriate.  Also, texts in this bracket will generally have a few mistakes (spelling, grammar, vocabulary, etc.).

	2-4
	A text that receives a score in this range will lack evidence of "arguing with the reader" and will instead present ideas that are not very well connected.  At the lower ranges of this bracket, there will be no inclusion of citation (if appropriate), and the text will also contain a number of spelling and grammar mistakes.
