Assignment rubric
The focus for this assignment is showing that you can "synthesize" - on a number of levels.  First of all, you need to demonstrate that you can synthesize an Introduction (maximum 2 paragraphs) and beginning of an essay body (maximum 4 paragraphs).   An additional synthesis should occur with the sources that you provide.  For this essay, you may include "fake" sources, but you must also include at least 2 real sources.  Finally, you should show that you can synthesize an argument; that is, be sure to include devices such "concession" in order to make your argument stronger.
practice in "arguing with the reader-in-the-text."  You do not need to write a full essay.

	CRITERIA

	8-10
	In the upper ranges if this scoring bracket, all levels of synthesis will be apparent.  There will be an Introduction (with territory, niche, etc.) that will flow into a body that extends from that Introduction.  There will be at least 2 real sources cited, but usually more in this scoring bracket, especially real sources.  Moreover, the sources cited will be used to support a critical argument that uses, for example, techniques of "concession."  Finally, the submission in this scoring range will have no (or very few) errors.

	5-7
	Texts that receive a score in this range will have at least one element of synthesis that is weak or missing (e.g. an essay that includes only 2 real sources that are not used to build a critical argument).  An essay in this range may also contain errors.

	2-4
	A text that receives a score in this range will contain little evidence of synthesis, including (but not limited to) fewer than 2 real sources, and/or an argument that is essentially one-sided with little or no recognition of "the reader in the text."  Also, an essay in this range will generally contain a number of errors, especially ones that impede comprehension and/or indicate lack of proofreading.
