
How can this argument be made stronger?
First identify "the weak point" in the argument.  Then, with a partner, try to make it stronger.

It is clear that the sidewalks in Curitiba need to be fixed.  Naturally, those who do not use sidewalks and primarily use cars to get around might argue that there are other priorities requiring attention (and investment using our tax money). On the other hand, those who actually need to use the sidewalks of Curitiba are painfully aware of the difficulties they can cause pedestrians (and users of wheelchairs, strollers, and so on).  It is bad enough that walking the sidewalks as a pedestrian is a perilous act, but people with disabilities, including the elderly who have use devices to assist them as they walk, and people who have limited sight or who are blind.  In fact, a recent study (Unstable, 2012) reports that 150,000 people per year require hospital stays as a direct result of injuries sustained while using the sidewalks of Curitiba.  On the basis of this evidence, it is clear that the sidewalks of Curitiba need repair as urgently as possible; to ignore this problem is to be irresponsible.
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
