	General instructions
Critical readers do not just “consume” a text – they “engage” with it.  Such engagement can also help you notice useful features of academic discourse, such as the way authors support ideas, and use vocabulary.  Before reading an article, read through this log to remember which features of the text you will need to record here later.


1. Citation (Write author, title, etc. below.)
	


2. My impressions of the article

This may be brief, but specific (not "interesting", but "interesting because X, Y, and Z").

	


3. Analysis of the Introduction
You may copy and paste exact quotations below.
Establishment of Territory (e.g. current situation, trend)
	


Establishment of Niche  (e.g. indicating gap, problems)
	


Occupation of Niche (e.g. statement of how gap/issue will be addressed/discussed)
	


4. Analysis of Argumentation
Answer the questions below.
What is the author's position (this may not be immediately evident in the Introduction)?  Is it a clear position?
	


What is the author's rationale for this position?
	


What support does the author offer for this position? (e.g. data, examples)
	


Is the support strong enough in your opinion?  Any issues?  Any unanswered questions?
	


What is the author's conclusion, and do you agree with it?  Why (not)?
	


5.  Quotes
As you read through the text, underline/highlight quotes that interest you or that for some reason you want to record.  Copy and paste them below.
	Write (or paste) quote here + page number

6. Vocabulary
As in number 4 (above), be sure to highlight (or otherwise make note of) lexis as you read the text. (And remember that “lexis” can mean multi-word vocabulary as well, such as collocations.)  Often these are new words or expressions, but they may also be lexical items with which you are familiar, though used in ways you want to remember.
