A. In-text citation
Each of the extracts below contains one (1) APA formatting mistake.  Find the mistakes and try to correct them.  Then compare with a partner.
1. From a probabilistic viewpoint, MWEs are combinations of words that co-occur more often than would be expected by chance alone (Manning and Schutze, 1999).

2. The fact that text is not processed in a piecemeal fashion, but often in “chunks” of language, is reflective of a phenomenon that has become known as the “Idiom Principle” (Sinclair 1991).

3. MWEs are typically found to comprise anywhere from 20 to over 50 percent of spoken and written native-speaker discourse (Biber, et al., 1999, Erman & Warren, 2000, Foster, 2001, Howarth, 1998).

4. Perhaps for that reason, a number of researchers (e.g. Hu & Nation, 2000; Hirsh & Nation, 1992; Laufer, 1989) have endeavored to answer the following question: How many words are really necessary in order to comprehend most texts?
5. According to Pollio, et al., (1977) and Glucksberg, (1989), four multi-word sequences are produced by a native speaker in every minute of spoken discourse.

6. As argued by Bod, Hay, & Jannedy (2003, p. 10), “frequency effects are everywhere.”
7. One of the first studies on phrasal processing was carried out by Sosa and MacFarlane 2002, who monitored the particle of in two-word collocations that varied in frequency (e.g., sort of, kind of).

8. Third, Miller argued that “the span of immediate memory seems to be almost independent of the number of bits per chunk” (Miller, 1956).

9. Martinez and Schmitt (2012) first sought to arrive at a system to prioritize their corpus-derived MWE selections, and ultimately concluded that the selection criteria for such a list should revolve around “high frequency, meaningfulness, and relative non-compositionality” (304), with the rationale that more opaque MWEs have been shown to cause more difficulty for learners, especially from a receptive standpoint (Martinez & Murphy, 2011; cf. Nesselhauf, 2003).

10. In a related study, Schmidt finds that “noticing” may not be as important as attention, broadly speaking (1997).
